2. Island shall be new 136#RE CWR, except 132#RE CWR shall be used where one or both approaches are 132#RE.

3. All IJs shall be at least fifty (50) feet from the nearest edge of existing road or curb, 6-hole encapsulated, and painted yellow.
4. All CJs shall be specific for the rails being matched and of the proper orientation.

5. New 7”x9” grade creosoted wood ties on nominal 24” centers shall be used throughout.

6. Double shoulder tie plates shall be used throughout, with 2 spikes per plate.

7. Railse, line, surface, ditch, clear brush, and regulate not less than eighty (80) feet beyound CJs.

8. Proposals shall include vertical profile and stagger plans specific to each crossing.

9. All work to meet applicable NJDOT Commisioner’s Order.

10. All materials must be made in the USA, with providence.
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
